Conversation 
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Whalers’ Village,  our main 
campus,  is facility which comprises 
a Green  which is encircled by 15 
cabins and a Boardwalk which con-
nects three meeting rooms.  The 
meeting rooms are the Clamshack, 
Wheelhouse and Map Room. 
 
Whalers’ Village accommodates from 
40-150 guests with full food service 
in our new dining room/kitchen. 
 
The 15 cabins welcome up to 12 
guests each and have a double inte-
rior bathroom. 

The Pilot House is our new 
arrival.  The building can accommo-
date up to 72 guests with full camp 
food service in our new dining room.  
It has six rooms that sleep 12. 
 Further, the six cabins can be 
divided in half, each with separate 
entrance, bathroom and one double 
lower bunk.  This was designed with 
families and couples in mind. 
 The Pilot House has a kitchen/
meeting room, upstairs in the same 
building.  The domestic kitchen has 
been designed so that groups can 
provide their own food service for up 
to 37 people. 
 
 

 If your group is over  150 
campers, the camp can be super-
sized by combining use of the 
two facilities. 
 During the rental season, 
the interior dining  area has a ca-
pacity of 200 guests. 

Homeport is a kitchen/
dining area that meets the needs 
of 18 guests.  It is located on the 
lower part of the Keats Campus 
with an excellent view of the wa-
ter over looking Gibsons. 
 
Sleeping accommodations are 
either in cabins in the Main 
Campus or in OQ, a dorm style 
building.
